Linking number skills to 

play e.g. how many 

wheels on the bus, how 

many people on the bus?  

Using emergency 

service vehicles to 

paint - investigate 

how far they travel 

and what their 

tracks are like.  

Junk modelling for emergency 

vehicles.  

Role playing lollypop people 

by helping each other cross 

the 'road'.  

Moving like people in 

different jobs e.g. 

climbing like 

firefighters, building 

like builders, reaching 

like window cleaners.  

Role playing taking care of others and 

animals. What do other people need to be 

safe and happy?  

Singing number rhymes 

linked to people who help 

us e.g. five little monkeys.  

Using chalk and brushes to 

imitate cleaning teeth at the 

dentist.  

Creating obstacle 

courses for 

emergency service 

vehicles to travel 

through.  

Exploring a range of 

building materials, 

imitating construction 

zones.
